
“It is Persimmon’s intention to
deliver the access as approved
because anything else will derail the
programme.”

This was Persimmon Homes’s
response to continued Parish Council
and public pressure for access to the
Home Farm development to be
rerouted through the Goodman char-
ity land off the High Street, not via
Lodge Road. Representatives of the
company attended a Parish Council
meeting last month.

The company argues that if they go
for a new access the planning appli-
cation to agree it will not allow them
time to complete their building pro-
gramme.

It was a crushing blow after
Persimmon’s representative, Clive
Drinkwater, two years ago, was
highly positive about the possibility
of rerouting.  Since then Mr
Drinkwater has left Persimmon and
current management say circum-
stances have changed and they want

to press ahead with the Lodge Road
access.

The company plans to create a
small “bespoke” development under
its high value Charles Church brand
on the charity land, with its own
entrance off the High Street. 

Chair of the Parish Council Mrs
Delise Ball said: “The high value
development on the High Street  will
be a showcase front door while the
bulk of Home Farm residents will use
the Lodge Road tradesman's entrance.

“There is no doubt that Persimmon
can go down Lodge Road if they
want to. But the Parish Council
believes that their worries about tim-
ing could be overcome if they were
willing. Their lack of cooperation is
hugely disappointing.”

The meeting was originally called
because Persimmon wants the Parish
Council to adopt open space and play
areas on Home Farm. No action was
taken on this. At present Persimmon
do not even own all the land but they

say they have triggered the purchase
of the charity land.

Persimmon were pressed to explore
with Central Beds planners whether a
new application, varying the entrance,
could be fast tracked but they insisted
that there was no point. They also
claimed that they could not go
through the ancient hedgerow
between the charity land and the rest
of Home Farm  – an assertion that
was vigorously challenged.

They have previously argued that
they could not reroute the access
because they did not own the charity
land.

Persimmon said they would look at
linking up the Goodman and Lodge
Road accesses (creating two
accesses), rerouting the construction
traffic and reconsider the left turn into
Lodge Road, but they made no firm
commitments.

Well done everyone but ...
Well done everyone for raising
money during Breast Cancer
Awareness Month but, I have to say I
am glad when October is over and
everything pink gets put away.  You

see, I am a six year cancer survivor -
and not of breast cancer. I have sar-
coma, leiomyosarcoma to be exact. I
live with a cancer that very few know
about or understand.  We do have an
International Awareness Week, in
July, but because no-one has heard
of sarcoma, we get very little support
outside our own community.  
SARCOMA.  I’ve written about it
before in the Cranfield Express but I
expect no-one can remember.
Sarcomas are cancers of connective
tissue - bones, muscle, fatty tissue,
cartilage, nerves etc.   They are dif-
ficult to diagnose and are frequently
misdiagnosed (often with tragic con-
sequences), with the specialist expe-
rience necessary being concentrated
in only a few hospitals in the UK, the
main two being in London.  There are
50 different subtypes of sarcoma, all
of which are diagnosed differently,
are treated in different ways, and
respond to the radiotherapies,
chemotherapies, clinical trials and
surgeries differently or sometimes not
at all. My subtype presents only 120
cases a year in the UK.  Breast cancer
has probably about 45,000.  45,000
too many, there is no doubt about
that, but it doesn't take bristling brains
to work out who gets the research
money or the famous people who
bring awareness to the public and
raise thousands of pounds a year.

Project Why
In November 2009 we were in New Delhi on a business trip when we were
introduced by a colleague to “Project Why” in the slums of New Delhi. The
project is the idea of Anouradha Bakshi who started nine years ago to try to
make a long term difference to the lives of the children who are born and
raised here by asking a very simple question, Why?
As tourists these slums and the children they contain would certainly not have
been on our Itinery and in the year before India’s hosting of the Commonwealth
Games precious little extra attention appears to have been paid to the chil-
dren whose only playgrounds are the construction sites of the new elevated fly-
overs or city metro extensions that are being built to serve the needs of the
affluent visitors to the games.
In India the state school system does not accept children until they are six
years old. By this time the child may have been begging on the street for three
years, because their family cannot otherwise afford to feed them.
Their parents cannot read or count so at the age of six when they arrive at
school, their development is so restricted that the teachers, with the best will
in the world cannot spare them the time that they need to get onto the first
rung of the ladder of their education. 
The primary children spend their school years barely able to read or write
with little help from home because their poor and illiterate parents cannot
give them help or afford the extra tuition they need to enable them to pass
their examinations.
Project Why started in 2000 with 40 children attending a spoken English class
then as the variety and scale of the children’s problems became more appar-
ent the scope of Project Why’s response also grew.
A crèche was set up, then after school tuition for primary and secondary kids. 
There was a bunch of handicapped children whose school had shut down and
who were left on the street. Project Why gave them a much needed day care
centre and made it available to all children with disabilities. 
Slowly the Project Why family grew from 40 to 800. Today it also runs a
women's centre where women are taught vocational skills, and along the way
the project has managed to raise funds for 15 open-heart surgeries for chil-
dren from the poorest homes.
Project Why runs with a staff of about 40. The staff are all drawn from within
the same community that the project serves, thus Project Why has also created
employment for people previously thought unemployable. 
One story, not untypical of the assistance the project provides is Munna’s.
Munna is 13, he has learning difficulties and attends the “Project Why” day cen-
tre.
He lives in a single room, with his three siblings and his mother. The family
first came to the attention of the project five years ago after floods washed
away what little land they had and forced them into the city. Munna’s father
found work, beating iron, for £12.50 per day and with that was attempting to
provide for his family. Munna and his younger brother Vicky became regulars
at “Project Why”, his sister Sapna went to school and the youngest, Sakuntala,
stayed at home.
The family can’t afford electricity so have a single oil lamp and when the
children are hungry, their mother breast feeds them.
Their lives were never easy but they managed the daily struggle with quiet
dignity.
Munna’s father eventually found a better job, as a bus conductor, and the fam-
ily seemed stable, but tragedy stalked them. It struck when their bus was
involved in an accident and a man died. The driver managed to get away but
Munna’s father was caught and was put in jail.
Munna’s mother is a simple lady who can barely communicate in Hindi..
When asked  how she would manage to feed her family till her husband came
back she answered: “We brought bag a bag of rice from the village.”
“Project Why” cared for the family until Munna’s father was released and
was once again able to work.
Today Munna regularly attends the day centre, his sister Sapna attends state
school near her home, Vicky, along with four other “Project Why” children,
is at boarding school where last term he was top of his year 2 class, and his
younger sister, Sakuntala, attends the “Project Why” pre school crèche.
The story of Munna’s family may not be typical but it shouts of the commit-
ment that the “Project Why” team have for anyone who needs them. 
Anouradha and her small team of volunteers have achieved more than any of
them could have dreamed nine years ago, but the job is not finished.
When the children of the slums of Delhi, having been given a pre school start
and the help they need to graduate, being able to read and write and count,
they still have a huge barrier to overcome before they can use that education
to earn money. 
It is simply that the children from the slums are not expected to be able to
read and write and therefore the jobs where a degree of literacy is required
are still not open to them.
This brings us to the final piece of the long term “Project Why” puzzle that aims
to give the most disadvantaged children of the slums the same chance as any
other to achieve an education and to use that education to earn money to sup-
port their families. A Job.
The “Project Why” plan is already laid and involves the building of a Guest
House, or Hotel, under the project name “Planet Why”
http://planetwhy.blogspot.com/. 
The Guest House will employ children educated through “Project Why” and

Please don’t drive
down Rectory Lane. The best route (avoiding going down and back up the
hill) will be signed along Holywell Rd from Bedford Road. Follow the bri-
dleway along the north (uphill) side of Plunders Hill; it's partly surfaced but
a little soft in places.

On a related note, several of the
BBMF’s Spitfires and Hurricanes underwent major services in the College
of Aeronautics’ hangars in the late 1980s, whilst Cranfield Aerospace con-
tinue to provide specialist technical advice to the MoD on the airworthiness and
structural integrity of these wonderful fighter aircraft.

The Cranfield Lancaster

Mention was made in the last Cranfield Express of the Avro Lancaster that
used to fly with the College of Aeronautics and is now a key member of the
Battle of Britain Memorial Flight, familiar to most of us at Britain's air shows
over the last forty years.
This particular aircraft was built by Vickers-Armstrong at their Chester fac-
tory in 1945, being delivered just too late to see wartime service. This fac-
tory is still in use today, producing the wings for all the Airbus range of
airliners. The aircraft received the military serial number PA474 that it still car-
ries today.
After a brief period of storage it was converted into a photographic recon-
naissance aircraft, equipped with powerful camera systems for conducting
aerial surveys. It eventually joined No.82 Squadron in September 1948, fly-
ing out soon afterwards to RAF Takoradi in what is now Ghana. Whilst there,
it flew around Commonwealth countries in the East and South of Africa, sur-
veying these territories to allow more accurate maps to be drawn. When its
task was completed, it returned to the UK in February 1952 for a major service,
following which it was loaned to Flight Refuelling Ltd based at Tarrant Rushton
in Dorset. The intention was to convert the aircraft to an unmanned drone,
however this project never came to fruition and so the aircraft was passed on
to the College of Aeronautics in 1954.
The College has been researching a type of wing called a laminar flow design.
This had a special cross-section that promised reduced drag in the cruise,
therefore meaning that in theory an aircraft could travel further for the same
amount of fuel. However they were also very sensitive to any imperfections
in the wing surface, caused for example by dents or by insects sticking to the
leading edge. Initial flight trials at Cranfield had been conducted by fitting
small wing sections on the roof of one of the College's Avro Anson research
aircraft. These wing sections were instrumented such that the pressures over
the wing surface could be accurately measured.
When the Lancaster became available, it was seen that these experiments
could continue on a much larger scale and therefore the aircraft entered a big
modification programme, strengthening the fuselage so that large wing sections
could be carried on top. An extensive instrumentation suite was also fitted at
the same time, all the conversion work being carried out in Hangar 2. The
first flight following these modifications took place on December 6th 1955, fol-
lowing which the aircraft was used for student research programmes over the
next seven years. During this period at least three different wings were fitted
on top of the fuselage. One of these was the wing from a prototype Folland
Midge jet fighter, whilst another was designed by Handley Page engineers at
Radlett in 1960.
In 1962 it was recognised that the Lancaster’s Merlin engines would soon
need replacing. However they were of a mark that was hard to source and
therefore the decision was made to replace the Lancaster with a newer Lincoln,
as described in the previous Cranfield Express. The Lancaster continued in
service until 1963 by which time the Lincoln had been converted and was
ready to enter service. It was passed back to Ministry of Defence who placed
the aircraft with the Air Historical Branch who proposed to display it in the
planned RAF Museum at Hendon. In order to prepare it for this role, all the
Cranfield experimental equipment was removed and a partial restoration to
its original condition was carried out, including the application of camou-
flage.
For a while the aircraft was transferred to the care of No.44 Squadron at RAF
Waddington near Lincoln, who continued the slow restoration process as well
as displaying it at a small number of airshows each year. Such was the success
of these displays that it was formally decided to keep the aircraft in an air-
worthy condition and it was therefore transferred to the Battle of Britain
Memorial Flight (BBMF) in November 1973.
It has continued to delight airshow crowds ever since along with its Spitfire and
Hurricane companions, and visited Cranfield again on several occasions for the
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Parish Council.  The result was a small revolution with a large turnover on
the Parish Council and two of the three seats on the District being won by the
new grouping ‘Cranfield Matters’.
John was one of those new councillors and he put in a very conscientious four
years before stepping down in 1999. But he continued to take a close interest
in continuing developments and express his strong views from time to time.
From his long previous experience as a councillor, he must have known that
a couple of independents at Mid Beds were not going to stop the housing jug-
gernaut. Nevertheless he pressed ahead and gave it his best go. That is all we
can do when we are trying to claim some ownership over the decisions others
take that affect our local quality of life.   
In that respect John was inspirational.

A True Gentleman
John Doyle 1925 - 2009

The death has been announced of Mr John Doyle an ex-councillor for Cranfield.
Mr Doyle was born in 1925 in Dublin and joined the RAF in 1943 with 4
Group Bomber Command.  He served in India and Burma.  After the war, he
continued to work in the aerospace industry and was a Production Manager for
Lucas Aerospace at the time of his retirement.
John and his wife, Mary, moved to Cranfield in July 1991.  After a life-time
of involvement in local politics and charity work in Hemel Hempstead, they
were looking for a less stressful life style during the later years of their lives.  
His daughter, Clare, said “My father had been Mayor and Alderman in Hemel
Hempstead and we thought he was ready to enjoy a peaceful retirement but
soon after coming to the village he became very concerned about the large
scale housing proposals for Cranfield which he felt were being planning with-
out due consideration for the infrastructure including roads, schools, employ-
ment etc. so he stood for the Mid-Bedford District Council and was elected as
an Independent Councillor for the newly formed group known as “Cranfield
Matters”.
During his four year term of office, Mr Doyle served as Vice Chairman of
the Property and Economic Development Committee and was also Vice
Chairman of a committee formed to establish an Innovation Centre on the
site of Cranfield University.
Clare said “Daddy loved the village and was very proud of the Innovation
Centre.  He was a very sociable man, he especially enjoyed the Woburn Sands
and District Probus Club and was their President in 2004.  We would like to
thank everyone who has offered their support and sympathy.  People keep
telling us that he was a true gentleman and that’s exactly how we remember
him.”

Inspirational
John Doyle, who sadly died last month was an outstanding example of  some-
one who cared passionately about his community.
After an active public life in Hemel Hempstead he moved to Cranfield in the
early 1990s planning, I imagine, a quiet retirement.  But he had local gov-
ernment in his blood and a keen interest in the area.
It was not long before he became concerned and alarmed about proposals for
large scale housing development – on Home Farm. His reaction was not to
sit at home grumbling but to do something about it.
Despite his long political affiliations he broke loose and led an independent
challenge to both the old Mid Beds District Council and Cranfield’s own

The Family
What is a British Asian family doing hitting the reality TV scene?  “Meet The
Grewals”, which started airing this month; portrays a three-generation family
living under one roof. Of course, before it even aired, there were the back-
hand quips of “are they truly representative of a British family?” Hitting the
big screen as a minority is always a complicated endeavour.  I remember
laughing out loud when watching “Goodness Gracious Me”, while my Punjabi
Grandmother, normally always poking fun of the “just off the boat lot” didn’t
find it so funny.  She thought we were making fools out of ourselves while
giving non-Asians more material to laugh at us and not so much with us.
English friends just didn't get the humour, particularly as it progressed through
three series’ and a Christmas Special, but appreciated the intensely satirical cul-
tural inversions of sketches such as “Going out for an English”, “My name
is Jonathan” and “WestEnders”.  
Of course, the whole point of such comedy is to make society examine
behaviour accepted as the cultural norm and wonder if there is another way.
Not for nothing was Jonathan Swift reviled when “Gulliver's Travels” was
released. However, comments similar to my grandmothers where made by
black women on OprahWinfrey’s show about Chris Rock’s movie “Good
Hair”.  One woman felt that the details of how black women get their hair
done doesn’t need to be aired because it gives non-blacks more material to
hate with. Chris Rock’s response was that blacks need to stop worrying about
what white people think and just be content in being ourselves.
There is concern that the series will propound stereotypical and negative views
of Asian families. Having watched the first episode, I agree that such wor-
ries are not misplaced. The Grewals live as a large extended family under the
Heathrow flight path. They have at least one German saloon parked on the
drive, and the first episode focuses almost entirely on that most clichéd of
Asian themes - marriage, arranged and otherwise, with the series building up
to a big, traditional Indian wedding. The only way they could be more stereo-
typical would be if they ran a corner shop.  The show also tackles several neg-
ative issues, including caste discrimination and the misogynistic nature of
Punjabi culture. 
But having said that, the show is also brilliant. Why? Because stereotypes
exist for a reason: they are often rooted in truth. Asians do have an obsession
with BMWs, and the question of marriage dominates Asian culture. For
Punjabis in particular, a wedding is more than just an occasion when two peo-
ple agree to commit to one another in a spirit of idiotic optimism. It is an occa-

sion when two families are united, an expression of a mother and father’s
devotion to their child, an exposition of izzat (honour) - that most intense and
problematic of Punjabi feelings - and the fulfilment of a sacred duty. The
numbers tell the story: Sikhs have the second highest rate of marriage of all reli-
gious groups in Britain (59.2 per cent, after Hindus at 60.8 per cent), the low-
est proportion of people who have never married (27.8 per cent) and the
average wedding costs more than £25,000. 
If this series of The Family tackles some negative issues, it is because, despite
what various community leaders would like everyone to believe; we do have
problems. There is a tendency, perhaps because representation of ethnic minori-
ties in the media has traditionally been rare, to interpret any commentary as crit-
icism. Hanif Kureishi suffered from it when My Beautiful Laundrette became
the focus of protests in New York from people who claimed that there was
no such thing as a gay Pakistani.  Monica Ali had similar problems with the
film version of Brick Lane. 
Which is the reason why the forthcoming series of The Family is so good. It
tackles a range of heavy Asian issues but the themes are secondary to the fact
that they are a warm, interesting, unique family and fascinating, rounded char-
acters. More generally, the family’s amazing slobbishness fascinates: it runs
so contrary to the normal Asian stereotype of parents who work all the hours
God gave them, and children forced to cram for exams in order to become
successful pension plans. 
Indeed, the show is a watershed, an important moment for those of us who
grew up never seeing brown faces on telly. Until now, the representation of
Asian families on British television has been essentially tokenistic, a recent low
point being the Ferreiras on EastEnders, an extremely dull family with a
Portuguese surname, whose first names were a mixture of Muslim and Hindu
and who seemed to have been included only as some kind of moronic BBC
box-ticking exercise. But with the Grewals we have a real family who, for
once, are not portrayed entirely through the prism of their culture. 
My British self predicts that “Meet The Grewals” will be a hyper version of
a big and loud Punjabi Sikh family because nothing about reality TV is real
aside from the people in it.  I could also be completely wrong and this show
will actually capture more of the nuances.  Nonetheless, I think it will make
for a good laugh and reflect some of the real diversity in the West that needs
to be represented on national television shows. Certainly my family will be
keeping the phone-lines busy reliving our favourite clips.

Caitlin Jenkins and Goliath Green Infrastructure Planning in Cranfield
In June and October two meetings attracted more than thirty five Cranfield
residents to get involved in an interesting and worthwhile process commis-
sioned by Central Bedfordshire Council and managed by the Forest Team. 
The result will be a short report based around a map of the parish which
shows local people's desires for improvements to the network of green infras-
tructure. The next stage is to submit a draft to the parish council in January
at which final amendments will be made before the report is published. 
Green Infrastructure planning is important enough to the Central Bedfordshire
Council's Planning Department to make it worth their while to spend money
on hearing and recording local people’s views. The resulting report will be
taken into account when new development plans drop into their in-tray. It will
also be a useful as a record of local people’s desires when money becomes
available for projects in the parish
Just for the record, green infrastructure is “a strategically planned and man-
aged network of accessible greenspaces and access routes, landscapes, bio-
diversity and heritage which will meet the needs of existing and new
communities in Central Bedfordshire by providing:

· an essential environmental foundation and support system;
· a healthy and rich environment;
· attractive places to live and visit and a good quality of life;
· a sustainable future”

Green infrastructure is more than simply greenspace - here are some exam-
ples, but there are many more … 
Allotments 
Amenity space, including communal greenspaces within housing areas.
Green corridors, including hedgerows, ditches, disused railways, verges.
Brownfield and greenfield sites. Urban parks and gardens.  Registered com-
mons and village and town greens. Children’s play space Natural and semi-
natural habitat for wildlife. Playing fields. Sports pitches and facilities. In
Cranfield the meetings were lively and thought-provoking. More than sixty
suggestions for improvements were made, the three most popular being:

1. Decent pathways/cycleways to enable
access to the whole of Cranfield & University

2. Improve access for wheelchairs
3. Village entry sign structures

Cranfield Ladies Fundraisers recently visited the Bedford Hospital Primrose
Unit to present two HUGE cheques to Mrs Jane Beard, Bedford Hospital's
Charity Chairman and members of the specialist nursing team. 
After a wonderfully successful and very enjoyable fundraising party held in
September, all the money was finally collected and split into two; half for
the local Primrose Unit and half for Breast Cancer Care.  That's a whopping
£2025 for each charity!
We decided that we wanted to support Breast Cancer Care, as several of us
have been affected by the disease within our families and know how acutely
lives can be impacted by the cancer.  It is also often curable, thanks to med-
ical advances in recent years. But for those who are diagnosed with the dis-
ease, it's a very frightening time and charities like Breast Cancer Care offer
invaluable support for those affected, as well as running a breast self-aware-
ness campaign and offering advice to anybody worried about breast cancer. 
But we also wanted to raise money for our local cancer care unit in Bedford
Hospital. Probably all of us know somebody locally who has been touched by
cancer and the majority of these sufferers will have benefitted from the highly
skilled team at the Primrose Unit. The dedicated unit of professionals and
volunteers, who care for cancer sufferers throughout the local area, rely on
donations and fundraising events such as ours to be able to provide the best
quality services and aftercare available to sufferers.  Without the generosity
of local people such as the 250 party-goers who came to the Cranfield Ladies
shindig, the Primrose Unit would struggle to offer the high quality of service
to its patients. They really do need our support.
Next year, we intend to hold the same fundraising party. It was such a success
we have decided to make it an annual event, hopefully raising as much money
(if not more) in the coming years for worthy causes. The date you need to
pencil into your diaries is September 11th but watch this space for further
details.
We have already decided the beneficiaries of the fundraising next year. Once
again we will be supporting the Primrose Unit, but also we want to raise
money and awareness for testicular and prostate cancer. Both these cancers
affect thousands of men every year and charities such as Everyman and Cancer
research UK are fighting hard to raise awareness and knowledge of these dis-
eases and to eliminate the stigma and embarrassment connected with boys
and young men becoming more aware of their bodies, especially their testi-
cles.
Prostate cancer has overtaken lung cancer to become the most common can-
cer in men.

More than 35,000 men are diagnosed with prostate cancer every year in the UK
and about 10,000 men die from this every year (about one an hour) Testicular
cancer is still quite rare, with nearly 2,000 new cases a year in the UK. But
since 1975, the incidence of testicular cancer has more than doubled - and
the reasons for this are not yet known. Thanks to medical advances made tes-
ticular cancer is, with treatment, 97% curable. (And that figure rises to 99%
curable if it's caught in the early stages.) 
We feel strongly that these causes are worth our support, as many of our
group have been affected by these cancers within our families, and we hope
you will join us for next year's fundraiser
So once again a HUGE thank you from us all. As Jane Beard told us at our pre-
sentation; support from local fundraising events such as this are fantastic
achievements and the Primrose Unit is enormously grateful for the donation
on behalf of Cranfield villagers.

Preparing for Christmas -  letting go -  lessons from Isaiah
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As we get ready to celebrate Christmas, I would like to pause and think about
that first Christmas and how  the people  were prepared for the birth of Jesus,
the Messiah, at Bethlehem in Judea some two thousand years ago.
God chose to reveal Himself to the House of Israel, (the descendents of Jacob,
the Hebrews or Jews),  as these were the people who had turned away from
Idols to worship the one true God. However, it had been a struggle to keep
them on track and long before he revealed Himself though His Son, Jesus,
He sent  prophets. These were people who were specially chosen by God so
that He could  communicate,  through voice, visions and dreams, to the peo-
ple in the hope that they would listen.  
Isaiah lived in the 8th century BC and stands at their head. He prophesied for
40 years, at the time of the exile from Judah  to Babylon (now in Iraq),  shortly
before their return. However, as wonderfully portrayed by Handel  in the first
part of his “Messiah”,  his words predicting the coming of Jesus ring down
to us through the centuries.
Before considering  and wondering at some of these sayings, it is worth look-
ing at Isaiah himself.  When he received his call to serve God, and had a vision
of God with seraphs in attendance, he felt himself to be totally unworthy.
“Woe is me! I am lost, for I am a man of unclean lips, and live among a peo-
ple of unclean lips; yet my eyes have seen the King, the Lord of hosts!”  We
are told this in Isaiah chapter 6. One of the seraphs flew to him, holding a liv-
ing coal, taken from the altar. He touched the prophet's mouth saying: “Now
that this has touched your lips, your guilt has departed and your sin is blot-
ted out”.  
This is vital preparation for us too if we want to receive the Sprit of  God  into
our lives, so that we can live with and for Him and serve Him. We need to
let go of guilt and know that we are utterly forgiven. 
It was then that Isaiah heard the voice of the Lord saying “Whom shall I send,
and who will go for us?” He replied “Here I am; send me!” (Isaiah 6.8)  
The verses which follow (Isaiah 6.9,10)  are quoted or paraphrased in the
New Testament both by Jesus ( Matthew 13.14,15; Mark 4.12; Luke 8.10 and
John 12.40)  and by Paul  (Acts 28.26,27)
“Go and say to this people: “Keep listening, but do not comprehend; keep
looking ,  but do not understand.” Make the minds of this people dull, and
stop their ears, and shut their eyes, so that they may not look with their eyes
and listen with their ears, and  comprehend  with their minds, and turn and
be healed.”
Jesus explained to His disciples that this is why He spoke to them in para-
bles,  because they were fortunate to see beyond the superficial meaning of the
stories He told.  However, John tells us (John 12.42,43) that “Nevertheless
many, even of the authorities, believed in Him. But because of the Pharisees
they did not confess it, for fear they would be put out of the synagogue; for they
loved human glory more than the glory that comes from God.”

There are some echoes here today. Sadly, many feel embarrassed to confess
that they believe or would like to believe in case they are thought to be out
of tune with society today. (Remember when Alistair Campbell spoke for
Tony Bair “We don’t do God”- fortunately he, Gordon Brown and David
Cameron have confessed to being Christians.)
Paul concludes his reference to this passage (Acts 28.28) “Let it be known to
you then that this salvation of God has been sent to the Gentiles; they will
listen.”
Will we listen? 
Here are some of the sayings of Isaiah to point us to Jesus: 
“Behold a virgin shall conceive and bear a son, and shall call His name
Immanuel, God with us.” (Isaiah 7.14 (Authorised version) quoted in Matthew
1.23)
“For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given, and the government shall
be upon His shoulder; and His name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, the
mighty God, the Everlasting Father, the Prince of Peace.” (Isaiah 9.6)  
“And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of Jesse, and a Branch shall
grow out of his roots. And the spirit of the Lord shall rest upon him, the spirit
of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of
knowledge and the fear of the Lord.” (Isaiah 11.1,2)  This refers to Jesus being
descended from David, whose father was Jesse.
Finally: “The people that walked in darkness have seen a great light; those
who lived in a land of deep darkness - on them light has shined.” (Isaiah 9.2)
I hope that this has given you a taste of the vital importance of why we cele-
brate the birthday of Jesus, our Lord, at Christmas and why we should take time
to reflect on the implication of this wonderful gift in our own lives. Are we
going to let go of all that hinders us: guilt, lack of forgiveness of ourselves
and others, to  seek and find the Prince of Peace, rather than keep our eyes
closed?
Next time I hope to focus on the other person who helped to  prepare the way
- John the Baptist.
