Local authorities are required  by
Government through the Housing Act
2004 to assess the accommodation
needs of Gypsies and travellers
alongside the settled population, and
develop a strategy to address any
unmet need that is identified.  This
strategy is the Gypsy and Traveller
Development. Plan document (DPD)
and Central Bedfordshire's progress
in meeting this statutory duty is reg-
ularly and vigorously monitored by
Central Government.

Central Bedfordshire Council,
formed by the merger of Mid-Beds
Council, South Beds Council and part
of Bedfordshire County Council,
inherited a number of potential sites
from the County; these included the
two sites in Cranfield and two in
Marston Moretaine.

Over one hundred potential sites
were identified.  While these were
mostly new sites, some were exist-
ing sites capable of having additional
pitches and others with temporary

permission which could be made per-
manent.

A set of criteria and a scoring sys-
tem was agreed, against which sites
would be evaluated and Councillors
visited a selection of sites to consider
their sustainability.

Subsequently, two Task Group
meetings were held.

a) The first to shortlist sites
b) The second, attended by repre-

sentatives from Town and Parish
Councils, to comment on sites short-
listed in their area.

Both sites in Cranfield were
actively opposed by your Ward
Councillors as being totally inappro-
priate.

The site at the Millenium Park,
Lodge Road, though having a rela-
tively high score based on the selec-
tion criteria, was not taken forward,
primarily because it was an estab-
lished amenity area.  However, the
site North of Leys Farm, on Moulsoe
Road was narrowly short-listed for

further consideration.  
At the second meeting your coun-

cillors again voiced their opposition,
supported by an excellent presenta-
tion from Sue Clark, representing
Cranfield Parish Council;  subse-
quently the site North of Leys Farm
was also removed.

Consequently the two proposed
sites in Cranfield are no longer being
considered; this has been confirmed
at the January meeting of the
Sustainable Communities Overview
and Scrutiny Committee.

Mention must be made of the very
rapid response of the Cranfield
Ratepayers Action Group in alerting
the residents of Cranfield to the pro-
posed sites through extensive leaflet-
ing, together with a website.  Those
residents who wrote to us as
Councillors should by now have
received a reply.

So what happens now?
There will be a statutory period of

six weeks of public consultation later
this year followed by an Examination
in Public by an independent Inspector
appointed by the Secretary of State.

The Planning Inspector's report
making binding recommendations is
anticipated to be published in the
summer of 2011 - subject of course
to the Planning Inspectorate's
timescales.

For interest, the two proposed sites
in Marston Moretaine 

a) Beancroft Road (land North of
Charity Farm)

b) Land between A421 and Woburn
Road junction

at the time of writing are no longer
included for further consideration.

Snow Go
The various headlines in the news lately about the arctic snow conditions
always seem to gloss over the dangerous realities of these weather conditions.
The fun and games of building ever stranger variations of snowmen or the
increasingly bizarre items converted for use for sledging (car back seat!) get
all the headlines; as does the highly irresponsible behaviour of a minority (the
mother caught walking with her daughter over a pond with the clear and vis-
ible warning: “Danger: Thin Ice!” or the Scottish duo who took their Peugeot
406 for a spin on a frozen canal).
What gets forgotten are the hidden stories, like the elderly couple in
Northampton, who were found frozen to death after their neighbours hadn’t
seen them out and about. What was sad about this particular story was that
the “friends and neighbours” roundly blamed social services for failing to act
when they called to let them know of the couple’s plight. Did these friends
and neighbours not think to offer help themselves? Offering cooked meals,
checking in with the couple one or two times a day to see if they were ok,
offering to do shopping or clearing paths? For sheer hypocrisy and two-faced-
ness, if they knew the wife was disabled, it surely would have made sense
and only cost a valuable few minutes of their day to go into the house? Or
perhaps not - when social services eventually turned up, the husband had been
dead for at least five days, with the wife having died of cold and starvation,
being unable to even get out of bed herself due to her condition.
This is a story of two halves. Yes, Social Services had a duty of responsibil-
ity towards the couple, but with so many vulnerable people suffering in these
weather conditions, and with their own staff struggling to make the rounds, it
becomes even more imperative for neighbours to show, and to act, upon their
concern, even if this does mean the risk of public derision or legal threat.
Better the lesser hurt than living with a stricken conscience - like the small
street of a forgotten village, where the residents gathered together to work
together and clear the road and pavement of snow and ice themselves, when
the local council refused to come and grit the road. Or the story of another
forgotten village, where all the residents were completely cut off for three
weeks, and residents would make a 10 mile walk to get food supplies from
the next village.
So as we settle back in for more wintry blasts over the next few weeks, what
would be nice to remember, as we look longingly back at this period from
the burning highs of a monsoon summer, is how local communities and peo-
ple worked together and helped each other, rather than sat indoors afraid of tak-
ing any responsibility for their own lives, as well as the lives of others.

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During the Festive period we were heavily involved with the Bedford
Pantomime Company Production of Dick Whittington and our plans for send-
ing help to “Project Why” in India. The Panto at the Corn Exchange sold out
some of the shows two weeks before it opened and a total of over four thou-
sand people came to see it. Thanks to the support of everybody involved we
will be writing another large cheque to local children's charities again this
year.
Despite the festivities, still bubbling in the background is our concern with
the way that our managers create the conditions that cause their workforces to
fail, and then they blame the workforce for the failure that they have caused.
Over Christmas we became involved in a conversation with two Human
Resources practitioners and we were very interested to hear what they thought
about the workforce.
The first assertion they made was that each employee requires a different
motivator, and second, that employees should take responsibility for their
own motivation. 
We tried to explain that by making the first assumption we immediately turn
away from the pursuit of a solution because the scale of the task is too huge.
How can we possibly spend time finding and servicing a different motivator
for every single employee? 
Having said that, it does support their second assertion that employees must
take ownership for their own motivation. 
They have to because if we believe the first premise, that each employee’s
motivation is different, there is no way that anybody else can do it for them. 
On the other hand, what we observe when employees arrive at a new job is that
they are completely motivated. It is what happens to them afterwards that
demotivates them. 
The solution therefore lies in discovering not what the employees need to
become motivated, but what is happening to them in the course of their work
that is demotivating them. Then, having found out what is happening that is
demotivating our employees, all we have to do is,”Stop doing it!” 
When people first start a new job they are keen, excited and full of new ideas
from their own experience that they can bring to their new employer. 
What then happens, they volunteer an idea and that idea is ignored, after all
what can he possibly know, he is the new boy. 
Being ignored in this way is like a slap in the face and has two consequences.
First, the value of that single idea is lost to the organisation and second, but
hugely more damaging, is that the individual is made very reluctant to ever vol-
unteer another idea. His perception is that if he does he will get slapped again.
The effect is that by ignoring one idea the organisation loses the value of
every other idea that the individual might have had while employed by them. 
Two interesting facts from Bob Nelson, author of “Keeping Up In A Down
Economy” 
The Average American Worker Makes 1.1 Suggestions Per Year 
The Average Japanese Worker Makes 167 Suggestions Each Year 
The way that managers treat their employees changes the way that they feel
about the company. When employees join a new company they care about
what they do, they care about the company they want to be proud of what
they do. 
But like everybody else the new employee becomes disappointed by the way
that management behave towards them and like everybody else starts just
putting in the time until something better comes along. 
This is the situation in which we find the majority of our employees. 
We call them unmotivated and suggest that they should take responsibility
for their own motivation as if somehow they ought to be able to do some-
thing that could prevent them from being affected by the behaviour of their
managers. 
Employees would love to become motivated but the behaviour of manage-
ment towards them is a constant reminder of what demotivated them in the
first place. 
There is one common demotivator for all employees, it is "The way that man-
agement behave towards their workforce." 
Employees all need the same things, respect, recognition and support. 
They can’t give that to themselves, but their managers can. 
That is their responsibility.
It is management’s failure to understand how to carry out this responsibility
that allows them to continue the destructive behaviours that demotivate their
employees.

Travellers Site Off the Agenda 
CRAG would like to thank everyone for the support given to this campaign.
Over 1000 letters were sent on behalf of the campaign.  It is possible that we
shall have to revisit the issue at a later date.  For now though, the village is
not being considered as it does not meet the laid down criteria for a site.
The meeting of the Overview & Scrutiny Committee Chaired by Councillor
Young, to discuss and formalise some Proposed Gypsy and Traveller Sites
was held at Central Beds HQ Chicksands on Monday 4th January 2010 and
attended by about 100 members of the public. Four persons had been pre-reg-
istered to speak on behalf of their local site proposals, 1 spoke for with three
against.
Cllr Peter Snelling explained the government requirement and the need for
the proposed 40 pitches and said that in all 105 potential sites had been noti-
fied, on the basis that the ex County Council had a much bigger land holding
than Mid Beds that following handover the new unitary authority could now
consider.
Lenny Smith, a Romany Gypsy, spoke passionately for the site at Hatch to
remain but that was then dropped from the list after a vote.  Mr Smith left in
a distressed state and vowed to fight on as he had done in the past 12 years.  The
Chairman of Marston Moretaine Parish Council spoke against the proposed site
that was also removed from the list after another vote.  The site at Seddington
was also removed after objections from the Highways and Environment
Agencies. The remaining nine sites were voted en bloc to go to public con-
sultation beginning 25th January for six weeks. Cllr Tom Nicols said he
thought that the Biggleswade site would likely be removed later too.  Several
speakers questioned the validity of the criteria for assessing sites and it seems
likely that many sites will be revisited at some stage.
After the meeting Councillor Young said that our two councillors Alan Bastable
and Ken Matthews had been very active in the process of selection and that their
input was always in the best interests of Cranfield and had been effective in
helping produce the final shortlist of twelve sites that was reduced to nine on
the day.

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Everyone who uses Email thinks that everyone else uses it in the same way.
This is not true. The three most common ways of accessing your Email are:-
Outlook, Outlook Express (if you use Windows XP or earlier, but it's called
Windows Mail if you use Vista) and Web Mail. There are others but very
few people use them. You can send or receive an Email with any one of the
above to anyone and as they read it, it will look, pretty much, as you sent it.
So what are the differences? Outlook is the program of preference for office
users as it has a calendar and contact manager. It also allows the user to cre-
ate “tasks” (sort of reminders) and notes. The Contact Manager allows the
user to add a contact to their list, then add details like home/mobile phone
numbers and home/work address etc. Outlook Express or Windows Mail,
being the home user’s version of Outlook, has what is known as an “address
book” which allows the user to add basic contact information, but not much
more. Outlook also allows the user to put “Filters” on incoming mail to do
simplistic tasks like automatically moving a mail to a specific folder, sound-
ing a tune when a mail from a specific person arrives or even deleting emails
that come from annoying sources (i.e. junk mail). I say ‘of preference’ for
“office users”, however a large number of non-office users like it because it
gives them a lot of functionality that Outlook Express does not.
Web mail gives you very little of the above. Web mail is based on what your
Email provider likes and is what you will get if you signed to your email
account from an internet café such as whilst you are away from home. This is
a concept that not many people are aware of.
Any Internet user, whilst on holiday say, can go into an internet café, buy a
block of time, sign in to his/her ISP (Internet Service Provider) and access
their Emails. That is, read and reply to Emails sent to them and create new
Emails (typically with “up to the minute, must know” information ). They
will, of course need their User name (normally their Email address) and their
password. Here you are in Australia and have just taken a couple of “once in
a lifetime pics” of you, and you want to share them with family/friends.  So,
plug the SD memory card from your camera into the slot on the Internet Café's
PC, sign into your ISP and connect to your Web mail, create an Email to
Uncle Jim, attach the photos and a couple of minutes later Uncle Jim is able
to see you doing this wonderful event. Some countries (like Portugal) pro-
vide the use of Internet Cafés for free, so you can keep in touch with things hap-
pening at home and also Home can keep up with you as a glob-trotter, for
nothing more than the time to find an Internet Café. The down side of Web
Mail is that you cannot use your home “Address book/contact list” so you
have to remember the Email addresses you are likely to want to use whilst
away. Web mail also looks very different for every ISP. So if you use this as
a norm, please be sure to tell your PC support person that you are using Web
Mail and to specify your ISP. (e.g. if you are with BT, the Web mail will look
very different from AOL, Orange, Talk-Talk, Virgin or anyone else)

Some users like to use Web mail all the time, so use it from their own PCs in
exactly the same way as they would from an Internet Café. For them, being
away is the same as being at home.
Regardless of which way you use your Email, there are some maintenance
issues you will need to be aware of. As these issues may stop you sending or
receiving Emails it is worth taking notes.
Let’s look at some generics first.
When someone sends you an Email it goes to your account on your ISP and
it stays there until you read and/or delete it. Whilst it is there it occupies space.
That space (quota) is limited by that defined by your contract with your ISP.
Nominally this is about 2GB (Gigabytes).  This is nominally about 500 medium
quality pictures or 20 high quality. If you use Outlook or Outlook
Express/Windows Mail as soon as you down load them (you do not have to
read them) then they are removed from your account (server) space (unless you
have requested they stay on the server for a period of time). Unless you are
away for a long time and/or have people sending you a large number of pics
then this is not likely to cause you a problem. However, if you are going on
a cruise and have family who frequently send pics then it is worth making
note.
If you are a regular Web Mail user, then nothing gets removed from your
quota unless you actually delete it. This, however, presents another problem.
If you delete it, it is gone forever. Whilst you are at home you can do a “save
as” to your local dive and keep the Email and its contents. Whilst you are
away you cannot do this as your “local drive” is not accessible to you as soon
as you change location. In this case the best idea is to have a memory stick and
save those that really must be saved to the memory stick, then delete the
Email which will free up your quota for new emails. You could, of course,
reply to the sender asking them to sent it to you again, but make sure that
they know to do this only AFTER you have returned home.
As an aside, there have been a number of “security” emails recently, pur-
porting to be from various “financial institutes” saying pretty much the same
“Our security has just been updated, please log in using the following link...”
These are ALL fake (spoofs) designed to get you to give up your username and
password so that they can get into your account and get at your money. If
you get any such emails, the best that you can do is delete them. Whatever
you do, DO NOT REPLY to them. They are sent out at random so if you
reply, then they know that your Email address is REAL and an sell that infor-
mation to Spammers and other spoof mail generators.

On a bitterly cold and extremely snowy Wednesday
6th January 2010 Cranfield said goodbye to my
dad, Gerald Butcher.   Dad’s life was taken so sud-
denly on Sunday 27th December 2009 in St Peters
and St Paul's Church here in Cranfield, the same
church where he had married my mum in
September 1961.  
That morning he had said to mum he would walk
to church rather than drive, they said goodbye and
see you later as they always did.  But dad didn’t
come home that day and my world was shattered as
I sat in a restaurant in Leicester Square, London. As
I answered my mobile phone, I could not believe
what mum was telling me.  I had spent Christmas
day afternoon and evening with him, less than 48
hours previously - we had laughed, played games. 
My dad was a genuinely kind and loving man who
had touched the hearts of so many people in his
73 years.  One lady in particular whose heart he
touched many years ago was my mum’s and they
went on to have 48 years of happily married life
together.  Dad was a loving and caring father too
and gave both me and my sister a loving home. 
Dad was born in Woburn Sands but had moved to
Brogborough at the age of 6 months.  He left school
at the age of 15 and trained as a carpenter at the
Brickworks.  He was a fit young man who enjoyed
playing football and cycling. 
At the age of 18 dad signed up for 3 years as a
Coldstream Guard.   He left home in January 1955
and headed off to Caterham Barracks, Surrey, a
vast contrast from Brogborough.  After his training,
his home became Chelsea Barracks, London and
his life took on duties such as guarding
Buckingham Palace, the Tower of London and St
James Palace.  He took part in The State Opening
of Parliament, Trouping the Colour and the Lord
Mayors Show.
When his 3 years was up, dad returned to
Brogborough but found life very hard, he missed
the bustle, lost touch with his Army mates and was
very unsettled.
Dad married my mum in September 1961 and they
moved to Bliss Avenue, Cranfield.  It wasn’t until
1967 that he bought the plot of land in the High
Street and the family home that I grew up in was
built.
Dad became interested in magic In 1973/74.  A
former member of the Magic circle and interna-
tional brotherhood of magicians, dad entertained
so many people be them young or old and brought
a smile and laughter to their faces.  I remember as
a child having birthday parties where my dad was
the magician.  My sister and I grew up with our

dad, the show man, where ever we went with
dad he would produce a coin from behind some-
one’s ear.  
Dad was football referee too for about 10 years
when my sister and I were young and we used
to go along to the games - as a result of dad being
a referee he was fortunate enough to be a stew-
ard at the World Cup Final when England won in
1966.
Dad had always supported events in Cranfield -
he organised whist drives for numerous chari-
ties, was a member of the Friends of the Church
and the Royal British Legion.   Dad had taken
part in the Festival of Remembrance at the Albert
Hall, London where he carried the standard.  He
was so proud of this.
In his own words “I feel I have achieved a good
deal in my life... I have enjoyed my life, espe-
cially family time, making children happy with
my magic, and feel I have put in and got back a
lot for all my years”.
And so now dad, may you rest in peace, be
reunited in God’s garden with those who have
gone before you and sleep well.

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This lovely old photo shows a Hawker Hunter using one of the air-
field’s unique features: the ability to flood part of one of the runways
for trials purposes. The story of this facility goes back to the early
1960s when the Ministry of Supply (MoS) were becoming worried
about aircraft braking performance on very wet runways following a
number of incidents with both civil and military aircraft. Aircraft brak-
ing performance was usually measured on dry runways, but as you'll
know from driving your car with lots of surface water on the road,
aquaplaning can take place and dramatically reduce braking efficiency.
It was decided that trials needed to be undertaken to quantify these
effects in a variety of conditions, such that improved regulations could
be formulated and performance fed back to tyre and brake manufac-
turers.
The College of Aeronautics was awarded a contract in 1965 to per-
form these trials, but how were they to be performed in a controlled
fashion? As usual, the engineers at Cranfield came up with a novel
solution whereby a number of slots were cut in part of what was then
the subsidiary runway surface. These slots formed a grid pattern, being
200ft long by 60ft wide. Long lengths of rubber strip were then dropped
into these slots, leaving about three inches projecting from the surface.
These are the black lines you can see on the photograph. The ends
were taped together such that these rubber strips formed a series of
shallow tanks. Different depths of water could then be poured into
these up to a maximum of two inches. The trials aircraft would then
accelerate to landing speed as it approached the tanks. Because the
rubber was flexible, it bent out of the way to allow the aircraft wheels
to pass into the tanks when braking would commence - it must have felt
like passing over a shallow sleeping policeman!
Cameras recorded the trials and the aircraft used were instrumented
by the College of Aeronautics technicians. The first aircraft used was
a Supermarine Swift F.7 with a registration of  XF114. This was sur-
plus to requirements following the abandonment of the Fairey Fireflash
missile programme that it was designed to carry. There's another
Cranfield connection there by the way but that’s for another time.
In 1968 the Swift was replaced by the Hawker Hunter F.6 you can see
in the photo, registration XG210; the Swift’s brakes were worn out
and no replacements could be found. Again the Hunter was instru-
mented at Cranfield and trials continued until 1973 when they were
transferred to the Royal Aircraft Establishment at Farnborough. Project
Pilot for all these trials was Ron Wingrove who has kindly provided
some of the details for this article. Ron went on to fly the College
Jetstreams (amongst other things) for many years before retiring.
In parallel with these trials, an English Electric Canberra B.2 bomber
(WH657) was also instrumented for our colleagues at RAE Thurleigh
in order to carry out slush trials, both at Thurleigh and using Cranfield’s water
trough facility. Crushed ice was added to the water to create the slush. The tri-
als were aimed at quantifying the additional drag caused by running through
slush and were originated as a result of the inquiry into the Munich air disaster.
Following the completion of these trials the water trough facility lay dormant
for a while, but it was soon realised that it could be offered to aircraft manu-
facturers so that they could assess the effects of taxying into deep standing
water. In particular it was a requirement that they showed that the spray
thrown up by the wheels did not fly up into the engines in sufficient volumes
to effect their operation. Therefore a series of prototype civil airliners and
business jets have used Cranfield’s facility over the years, from manufactur-
ers such as BAe, Fokker, Dornier, Embraer and Dassault.

When one of the main runways was shut to allow the Technology Park to be
built at one end, it meant that all traffic had to use runway 04/22 (now 03/21)
which contained the slots for the water trough. Nevertheless the clever design
means that they are unnoticed by normal aircraft landing on it.

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My husband had a favourite saying of Mr Micawber from David Copperfield,
by Charles Dickens, which he would often quote. It goes like this: “Annual
income, twenty pounds, annual expenditure nineteen, nineteen and six, result
happiness. Annual income twenty pounds, annual expenditure, twenty pounds,
nought and six, result misery.” Woops! This is basic economic sense but,
somewhere along the line, as a nation, we have lost sight of the reality that if
we have to borrow  to make ends meet, and therefore pay interest on our bor-
rowings, we may never become solvent. This has escalated into a situation
which has become untenable, where the greed of the lenders  has created debts
on such a scale that we have all had to tighten our belts as we see the economy
crumble.
I suspect that many of us may be struggling at the moment.
We always managed by being careful with our spending. I am fortunate to
have a good pension and could save a bit each month. However, like many
others where family members have got into financial difficulty, I find myself
drawing on all my savings, income and now borrowing, to keep my son afloat.
We are hoping that the tide will turn soon and that money will flow, once
again, into his business.
Worry about money can create huge anxiety. 
I would like to share some thoughts in the hope that some may find help and
hope.
As a Christian I should be taking on board Jesus’ lovely words in His Sermon
on the Mount in  Matthew 26: 25 - 34. He tells us not to worry about what
we eat or drink, or what we wear, for life is more than meat and clothing. We
are to think of the birds and how they are fed and how much more valuable we
are to God than they are. He tells us to think of the lilies of the field and how
beautiful they are. So, we should not worry, but strive first for the kingdom of
God and his righteousness, and all of these things will be given as well. God
knows our needs before we even ask Him.
Perhaps we shouldn’t be amazed when this comes about. When we are in our
darkest hour, pennies don’t come raining down from heaven but ways become
clear for solutions to problems if we are open to them and are prepared to
make sacrifices and compromises. 
I have let out a room to a student at the University. Not only do I have another
source of income, I also have another “son” to mother and have company in
the evening.
We have been watching the programmes on TV about the slums in Mumbai,
in India. Although the scenes were shocking, there was a contentment in these
people who had just enough to live on, mainly based on an economy of recy-
cling and scavenging for plastic. They maybe only had enough floor space to
sleep on in an area that doubled up for different purposes.
We have created wants for ourselves which far exceed our needs and this is
leading to unrealistic expectations and frustrations. 
Paul has helpful words in his letter to the Philippians, Chapter 4: v 6,7 “Do not
worry about anything, but in everything by prayer and supplication with
thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God. And the peace of God,
which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and minds in Christ
Jesus.” We should always remember to be grateful for what we have. 
A passage in “God Calling” by Two Listeners reminds us that “Life with Me
is not immunity from difficulties but peace in difficulties.” We can reach out
and feel that peace by trusting that all is well.
“We know that all things work together for good for those who love God,
who are called according to his purpose.” Romans 8: 28
