
Proposals for a gypsy and traveller
site at Cranfield’s millennium Park
have now been withdrawn.

But as Cranfield Express was going
to press, a site near Leys Farm, on
the Moulsoe road was still under con-
sideration. A Central Beds meeting
was due to be held last Monday  (14
December) to hear representations
from parish councils with proposed
sites within their boundaries.

Cranfield Parish Council is listen-
ing to and reflecting the views of res-
idents, including businesses at the
Tech Park and the University, regard-
ing the Moulsoe road site. This was
originally identified as a ‘transit’ site
but has now been redesignated a two-
pitch permanent site.

A public protest against the Lodge
Road site was mounted and featured
in the local press.

Cranfield Parish Council’s chair
Mrs Delise Ball said: ‘We want to
ensure that Cranfield is treated fairly
and the scoring which Central Beds
is using to allocate sites is accurate.

‘I understand the scoring for Lodge
Road failed to take into account that
this was an important public open
space and there would be loss of
amenity. When this was rectified
Lodge Road came off the list.  We
will be checking the assessment for
the proposed Moulsoe Road site and
liaising with businesses and residents
at Wharley End to take forward their
concerns.’

Central Beds received feedback
from gypsy and traveller representa-
tives that they, themselves,  were
unhappy with Lodge Road proposal
because they recognised the impact
on the local community.

The council’s Gypsy and Traveller
Development Plan Document (DPD)
is part of the Local Development
Framework. The DPD identifies the
amount and location of gypsy and
traveller accommodation required in
the area and includes criteria against
which gypsy and traveller-associated
development will be decided.

The former Mid Beds Council con-

sidered a number of sites and con-
sulted on them in 2007 and 2008.
Since then several new sites have
emerged and the Council published
its preferred shortlist. The original
shortlist included six sites (providing
a total of 22 pitches) to meet local
gypsy and traveller needs and one site
(providing six pitches) to meet trav-
elling show people.

There will be further consultation
in the spring, an  ‘examination in
public’ by an inspector in the sum-
mer and adoption in the autumn.

The obligation on local councils to
provide traveller sites was abolished
in the early 1990s. Since then, there
have been reported instances of unau-
thorised use of private land and land
being developed without planning
permission for travellers' pitches.  The
search for sites has arisen from leg-
islation reinstating the obligation on
councils to provide sites.

The company started in 2006 with a production of Cinderella in the Civic
Theatre then moved to the Corn Exchange in Bedford and produced in suc-
cession, Beauty and The Beast, Aladdin and now, Dick Whittington.

For most of us the memories of the pantomimes of our childhood will stay
with us forever but there are some unfortunate children who due to family or
other circumstances are not able to go to the Panto.
For these children The Bedford Pantomime Company started the “What Price
Memories” campaign.
Each year we ask people to buy children’s seats at the Pantomime then we
give these seats to children who would not otherwise be able to see it.
This year we printed Christmas cards, on the front was the Dick Whittington
Poster and inside the message reads.
“The cost of this card includes the admission price for one child to the Bedford
Pantomime Company production of Dick Whittington.
Your Christmas present is the smile on the face of that child.”
Each year we have been able to give free seats to approximately 100 children
through the “What Price Memories” scheme.

Computer News Letter No 13
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With Christmas just around the corner it’s worth reminding everyone that
some computer games can require more memory that your computer may
have. The result of loading a game that requires more than you have is that it
will either not run (it may well start but then just close the window), it will get
part way through running and then crash or more likely it will run VERY
slowly. 
It is also worth checking the “minimum requirements” (usually in very small
print on the side of the box). These should give all of the following require-
ments (but sometimes don’t):- Operating System (which may be stated as
“OS” and will be Vista, XP etc.), Memory (stated in MB [Mega Bytes]), Disk
space (stated in either MB or GB [giga bytes]) and Graphics card (stated in
MB).
To deal with these in turn:- OS (Operating System):- If it says Vista only,
then that is very specific. The computer must be running Vista (i.e. not XP or
ME [Millennium], Win 2000, Win 98 or anything else). It is most likely,
these days, to say “XP or Vista”, in which case, nothing earlier than XP (i.e.
not Win 2000, ME, Win 98). If you have an early machine and inadvertently
buy a game that will not work on it then most (I repeat MOST) shops will
give you a refund ...
Memory:- This is the memory space required to run the program, NOT how
much you have now (which is what it was originally intended to mean). So you
have to add this number to the System requirement to get how much you
should have on your PC in order to run the game properly. Again note that this
is a MINIMUM. In other words it may work with that amount of memory,
but you may have to wait 30 minutes for it to load;
Disk space:- This should say how much space you need on your disk to run
the program. However, it will more than likely only give you the figure for
installing it. Running the program may require considerably more space. You
should not load your disk to more than 75% as this will effect the overall per-
formance of the PC (not just when you are running the game) so if you have
a 160GB disk which is loaded to 70% (i.e. you are using 112GB) and the
game says is requires 1GB of Disk space, I would assume it requires at least
another 3GB to run. This would make 116GB or 72.5%. That's OK. If you
only have a 80GB disk which is 70% loaded, (56GB) then add 4GB (60GB)
that takes you up to 75%
Graphics card:- This is a big subject and one that I will cover in more detail
in future a News Letter, but suffice it to say if you are using “On Board”
graphics (that is you do not have a dedicated graphics card) you are unlikely
to be able to run anything more than simplistic games. How can you tell?
Well the simple way is to look at the back of your PC tower. If the VGA
cable (the one that runs to your Monitor [screen]) goes to a slot on your PC that
is vertical, then it's “on board” graphics. If it's horizontal then you have a
dedicated graphics card.

There is nothing on your PC that will tell you if you are running an “On
board” graphics or if you have a graphics card, nor will it tell you how much
“memory” the graphics has. Therefore contact your IT support person for
this information and he/she will come out and look in the back of your PC
to give you the answer.
For disk space and Memory you can do your own checks, as follows:-
Disk space:- Click on the “start” button, then select “my computer”. As the
majority of activity is on the “C” drive, right click on the “C” drive and select
“properties”. This, amongst other things, will give you a “pie chart” show-
ing how much disk space you are using and also that which is free. It is worth
reminding everyone that the “disk cleanup” button is shown here and a clean
up should be undertaken once a month, along with a “defrag” (defragmenta-
tion) which can be found under the “tools” tab ( second from the left at the top
of that window). Don’t forget to do the disk cleanup BEFORE the defrag.
Memory:-  Real (or Physical) memory can be determined in three ways. 1) tak-
ing the back off your computer, taking the memory cards out and reading the
values (NOT recommended). 2) Click on “start” then on “Control Panel”
then click on “system”. Near the bottom it will show “Computer” below
which it will show the computer processor speed (in GHz) followed by the
amount of memory (RAM) installed. 3) start the Task Manager (Cntrl-Alt-
Del) or Right Click on the bottom menu bar and select “task manager “, make
sure that the “performance” tab is selected. If you have XP then “Physical
Memory” will be shown on the right hand side in “K” (Kilo bytes). Vista
shows it on the left (in Mega bytes).  If you have any questions please send
them to ...

In the home town of Saint Nicholas
I discovered part of this story while in Florida. I read it in The Sun Sentinal,
a local newspaper. I subsequently researched and came up with the follow-
ing.
In a small seaside town called Demre in Turkey the local people were really
angry because the local mayor, Suleyman Topcu, had erected a plastic Santa
Claus. Bright red with a full fluffy white beard. Replacing a more solemn
sculpture of Saint Nicholas which was a gift from The Orthodox Christian
community and featured him with a halo and an open bible. “The modern
statue looks like a cheap toy, it has no artistic value at all” said Ayse
Uslusaydam, a pharmacist in Demre. Saint Nicholas served as Bishop of
Demre in  the fourth century. From there, the legend of his generosity spread
around the world and became interwoven with mythical stories of the jolly
gift-giver. For many Orthodox Christians, Saint Nicholas is an object of deep
veneration rather than the Father Christmas known to millions around the
world. Many hundreds of Greek and Russian Orthodox worshipers com-
memorate Saint Nicholas’s death every December 6th in the church of Saint
Nicholas in Demre, where he was originally entombed. The mayor acknowl-
edged that so many people were upset with the towns new statue and said  “If
necessary we will put the statue of Saint Nicholas back”
Legend has it that one night Saint Nicholas threw a little bag of gold through
an open window at a house of a poverty stricken man who could not pay the
wedding dowries of his three daughters. The next night he threw a second
bag. On the third night the window was closed and Saint Nicholas climbed
onto the roof and dropped the third bag down the chimney, which landed in the
girls stockings that were drying in the fireplace. 
The Santa character later took on the white beard of the Norse god Odin and
Odin’s eight legged flying horse became a reindeer.
The ability to enter houses through the chimney comes from an Old Norse
legend, and the tradition of leaving him something to eat and milk to drink is
derived from a medieval German tale. In the 12th century French nuns began
to give gifts in Saint Nicholas’ name on his feast day December 6th. Saint
Nicholas gift giving was later blended with the three wise men bearing gifts
for the newborn baby Jesus and associated with Christmas.
The image of today’s jolly Santa in his iconic red suit is the product of Coca-
Cola magazine ad’s in the 1930s And Rudolph, the red nosed reindeer, was cre-
ated for an ad campaign for the Montgomery Ward department store chain
in the USA.

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Residential Development at 
Home Farm, Cranfield

Residents will probably recall that the former Mid Bedfordshire District
Council granted outline planning permission in September 2007 for the res-
idential development of land at Home Farm, Cranfield.  This grant of per-
mission followed the preparation of a Development Brief for the site, for
which consultation was undertaken in 2004/5.  
Central Bedfordshire Council as the new Local Planning Authority is
presently engaging in informal discussions with the developers which will lead
to the submission of more detailed proposals for the site.  Once these are
submitted the Parish Council and nearby residents will be given an oppor-
tunity to comment on the submitted details in the usual way.
However, Objective 2 of the Development Brief sought to establish a local
"Stakeholder Group" to provide ongoing engagement with the local com-
munity.  The intention is that the group will be able to consider all issues
related to the subsequent planning applications, the construction process
and ongoing management issues as the development proceeds to comple-
tion.
he Council has recently approached a number of village organisations and
nearby residents to invite them to participate in the Stakeholder Group,
which will comprise representatives from the Council, developer, architect,
and Parish Council, together with residents and other organisations.  We
anticipate this will meet on a bi-monthly basis either in Cranfield or at the
Chicksands office of Central Bedfordshire Council.  The timing of the meet-
ings is not yet fixed, but is likely to be early in the evening.
If you have not received an invitation but would like to participate you are
welcome to write to Anne Sammé (see details below), setting out the rea-
sons for your interest and your availability to meet.
Please remember that the size of such a group must not be unwieldy, and
therefore there may be a need to identify a series of representatives.
Central Bedfordshire Council stresses that any planning applications sub-
mitted for the site will be subject to the usual consultation process, and so
whether or not you are a member of the Stakeholder Group, you will have an
opportunity to comment on future applications at the site.

Advice on Play Areas
Now that Autumn is well and truly with us, it is a good time to remember
some simple things regarding the play areas within Cranfield.

· It is getting dark earlier and earlier, so make sure that there is suf-
ficient light to see to play safely, and remember the time taken for the journey
home.
· As it becomes colder and wetter remember that equipment may be
wet and slippery.
· Make sure appropriate clothing is being worn.
· Children should be supervised whenever playing on the equipment
and you should check the suitability of the equipment for the age and ability
of your child. The 'gym style' equipment is intended for older children and
adults.
· Dogs are welcome in the parks, but please do not allow dogs near
the play equipment, and keep them under control. Young people can find dogs
frightening.
· Pick up any faeces and place them wrapped in the dog bins. It is
better for everyone. You could be liable to a fine if you don't.
· If you find any damage to the equipment, please contact the clerk
of the Parish Council on 05601534542

Teach your child these playground safety rules 
· Never run, push, shove or fight while near or on equipment. 
· Sit in the proper position on equipment. 
· Take turns using equipment if several children want to use it at the
same time. Do not overcrowd equipment. 
· Always use the ladder to reach the top of a slide, rather than crawl-
ing up the slide. Never go down headfirst. Always wait for the person in front
of you to clear the bottom of the slide and move out of the way right away
when you reach the bottom of the slide. 
· Avoid walking into the path of a moving swing. Don't twist a swing,
push an empty swing or share a swing meant for one person. 
· Never wear a bicycle helmet while playing at a playground. The
chinstrap can cause choking if caught on equipment. 
· Never wear hoods, clothing with strings, capes or any other cloth-
ing that might get caught or entangled.

Stop. And Think.
Don't park on pavements. Cranfield has a problem - and you can help.
When you finish your car journey and park, please STOPand THINK .
DO NOT obstruct the pavements
DO NOT park near bends
THINK about others - other road users, pedestrians, cyclists, the visually
impaired, people with wheelchairs or buggies. 
Please be considerate toward others.

Parking on the pavement is
· Dangerous, as it obstructs pedestrians and causes people of all ages
to walk in the road
· Hazardous for blind and partially sighted people
· A particular problem for disabled people and people with prams.
· It causes damage to grass verges, to the detriment of local amenity.
Damage can also be caused to vital underground services and access to fire
hydrants may also be blocked in an emergency.

We have the Disability Discrimination Act, which means that public trans-
port is becoming more accessible, that buildings are becoming more acces-
sible, but it is no good if the pavements themselves in between those two are
not accessible. It is not just people in wheelchairs, but parents with buggies and
people with shopping have to go into the road to get past parked cars.

Even if you don't park on the pavement The Highway Code states;
DO NOT stop or park
· near a school entrance 
· anywhere you would prevent access for Emergency Services 
· at or near a bus stop 
· on the approach to a level crossing
· opposite or within 10 metres (32 feet) of a junction, except in an
authorised parking space 
· opposite a traffic island or (if this would cause an obstruction)
another parked vehicle 
· where the kerb has been lowered to help wheelchair users and pow-
ered mobility vehicles 
· in front of an entrance to a property 
· on a bend

So please, STOP. And Think. Be Considerate toward others.

The words of this stirring hymn by Isaac Watts continue:  “the Lord has come!
Let earth receive her King. Let every heart prepare Him room, and heaven
and nature sing.”
I would like to share some thoughts about how we can prepare our hearts to
welcome God; Father, Son and Sprit, into our hearts this Christmas.
God prepared His people for the coming of Jesus, His son, into the world,
through the prophets, especially Isaiah, and the Psalms.
Each of the Gospels tells of the significance of John the Baptist in this prepa-
ration. All of them interpret these words of Isaiah, as referring to him:  “The
voice of one crying in the wilderness: “Prepare the way of the Lord, make
his paths straight.”” (Isaiah 40.3)
In John’s Gospel, he tells us that John was sent from God to bear witness to the
Light which was to come into the world.  (John 1.6-9) 
Luke devotes the whole of his first chapter to the story of the birth of John.
John's father,  Zechariah, a priest, was elderly and Elizabeth, his wife was
unable to have children.  After a revelation by an angel in the temple, Elizabeth
conceived. She was Mary’s cousin.  It was in the sixth month of the preg-
nancy that the angel Gabriel appeared to Mary and gave her the news that she
had found favour with God and would bear a Son and should name Him Jesus.
The angel told Mary that her cousin had conceived as “nothing will be impos-
sible for God” (Luke1.37). Mary travelled to visit Elizabeth  and, when she
arrived and greeted her cousin, it was as though Elizabeth’s  babe leapt for
joy in the womb. “Why has this happened to me, that the mother of My Lord
comes to me?” Mary stayed for about three months before returning to her
home in Nazareth.  When John was born, his father, who had been made dumb
until this time, declared “And you child, will be called the prophet of the Most
High; for you will go before the Lord to prepare his ways, to give knowledge
of salvation to his people by forgiveness of their sins,” (Luke 1.76,77) 
Jesus’ ministry did not begin until he was thirty.  It was in preparation for
this ministry that John, who had lived in the Judean desert, preached a baptism
of repentance. Crowds flocked to him to be baptised in the River Jordan. They
were sold on the idea that they could wipe the slate clean and be put right
with God. They were given hope of salvation. They wanted to know whether
he was the promised Messiah. “I baptise you with water; but one who is more
powerful than I is coming; I am not worthy to untie the thong of his sandals.
He will baptise you with the Holy Spirit and with fire.” (Luke 3 16) John
knew that he was the forerunner of the One who would pay the ultimate price
for our salvation.
Jesus also came to John for baptism and it was then that “The Holy Spirit
descended upon him in bodily form like a dove. And a voice came from
heaven, “You are my Son, the Beloved; with you I am well pleased.” (Luke
3.22)

Joy to the world …
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Many may think that these are simply stories.  There is a message for us all if
we are prepared to open our hearts to the Spirit of the Living God. John
preached a message of salvation through confessing of sins or faults and
accepting the washing  away of all that is past through baptism.
Jesus  died on the cross so that our sins may be forgiven.  He taught that we
should love as He first loved us (John13.34); that we should forgive before
we can be forgiven (Matt. 6.14,15).
The prime message is therefore to love and to forgive, to let go of grudges
and resentments. If we search our hearts we will surely find a person or situ-
ation where love and understanding is necessary, rather than condemnation
or criticism.
There is  helpful passage in “God Calling” by Two Listeners. “Forget the
past.

Firstly I would like
to thank the adults
and children who
now represent the
Cranfield APTI Tae
Kwon - do club.
For anyone starting
any sort of club just
before Christmas
it’s always going to
be a challenge, but
for me that’s what
life is all about.  I
started training
when I was six
years old after going
on and on to my dad
to take me to a
Karate club. He
eventually caved in
and luckily a friend
of the family did
Tae Kwon-do and
said that we should
go with him to see
if I liked it.
Obviously I loved it
but instead of my dad sitting at the side  watching he decided to join in too. We
trained twice a week at RAF Henlow, before moving to a club in Milton
Keynes when I was seven. Our instructor also had clubs in Banbury, Brackley
and Buckingham.  The MK club was very small and unfortunately our instruc-
tor had to close it down leaving the five of us left to make the decision to
travel twice a week to Banbury in Oxon. This we did and I usually ended up
in the boot with all the kit bags.  We did this journey for nearly nine years (2-
3 times a week) and by this time we had both graded to Black Belt - First
Dan.  
So, at the age of fifteen I found myself the youngest senior Black Belt in Great
Britain. This didn’t last that long as black belt gradings are usually every six
months but I was happy to have this honour even though it was short lived.
After this I focused more on tournament training and had a good year - gain-
ing the Bronze Medal in the English Championships and then a few months
later the Gold in the British Championships. Later my father decided that it
would be a good time to start up the first Cranfield Tae Kwon-Do Club which
I think began in the summer of 1991.  He was the club instructor and I helped
as his assistant. Soon the club was established with around twenty members
which for a village is good. We trained twice a week once at the Old Gym at
the Uni (any former member reading this will remember it always seemed to
be freezing) and at the Scout Hut in the village. Soon the club was going from
strength to strength so dad decided to open another at Newport Pagnell.  
I moved to the Isle of Wight and a couple of years later my parents joined me
to run a small but busy hotel with dad passing both the Cranfield and Newport
clubs on. Following my suggestion dad started a club on the Isle of Wight
and within a few weeks we were training twice a week. That was twelve years
ago and now the Isle of Wight has over 400 members and seems to be get-
ting bigger and bigger.  
I wanted to start my own club and being part of the TAGB for a long time,
moving to a smaller association - The APTI - was a great step and a positive
one.  Founded and started in Carlisle by Master Ferguson (my original TKD
instructor) it has moved from strength to strength.  We maintain the tradi-
tional side of TKD but now offer the added training of TKD combat - more for
street defence.  Students training with the APTI will learn and grade in both.
We train on Thursday nights at Cranfield Lower School from 6 - 7pm for
Families and children under 12 and from 7 - 8pm over 12’s and adults. I wel-
come new members at any time and the first lesson is free of charge.  I would
like to take this opportunity to wish the Cranfield APTI Tae Kwon-Do club a
very Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year and I look forward to training
you all in 2010.
