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Winter Tales

It has been a long hard winter on Bourne End Road. Having lived here for
19 years without incident, 3 telegraph poles have been destroyed by motorists
in 6 weeks, wreaking havoc for Bourne End Road residents.

The first incident was on January 11th when a car went off the road and into
the pole. A similar thing happened on February 11th and then again on
February 21st. All these incidents happened between 8 and 10 in the morning
and all in icy, snowy conditions.

On the evening before the February 11th incident, a car hit the metal stan
chions supporting the telegraph pole and the driver drove off leaving oil on the
road with its front end trailing on the road. Hopefully the driver can live with
the fact that the oil combined with the ice made the conditions worsethe fol
lowing morning when the second accident occurred.

Central Bedfordshire class Bourne End Road as a ‘C’ road and so it is not on
the gritting list. | was told that until there were 4 fatalities or serious injuries
within a 3-year period, nothing would be done to grit the road. No consider
ation seems to have been given to the fact that the road is a strategic route
through the village, as well as being a school bus route.

We really hoped that after 2 accidents, we had had our fair share of winter
drama. Unfortunately an hour of light snow on the morning of Sunday 21st
February was enough for the third car to hit another new telegraph pole.

On each occasion Bourne End residents have been without power and phone
and internet connection. EDF have provided good service, however it still
took 12 hours to restore power the first time. BT's performance has been
much less impressive — some families were without phone, internet and TV for
more than 2 weeks between incident 2 and 3.

| have been assured by Highways at Central Bedfordshire that health and
safety are coming out to assess the signage on the bend and to carry out a skic
resistance test on the road. We will also be on a list for a salt bin next year, but
there is no guarantee we will get one.

If this winter, the worst for 30 years, is an indication of winters to come, |
urge all Bourne End Road residents to write to the parish and district councillors
and Central Bedfordshire Council to express their concern.

Many people have commented to me, ‘the drivers must have been driving too
fast or not adjusting their driving for the conditions.’” | did not witness any
of the accidents, so | cannot say. However, | would urge all drivers to take care
in the snow and ice. Fortunately no one was injured in the three accidents.
We do not want a repeat of these accidents next winter when we might not
be so lucky.

That's less than 2p per week to keep the air
ambulances flying. We do struggle to raise this money, largely due to people
not knowing the service is provided by a charity.

Water Ingestion Trials at Cranfield

Peter Howarth's interesting article in the February issue of Cranfield Express
which described the aquaplaning research at Cranfield contained a very brief
paragraph concerning the use of the pond area on the then 04/22 runway at
Cranfield for water ingestion trials. | have been asked to write a few shert para
graphs expanding on this theme.

As Peter said, the ponds were originally built to investigate the aquaplaning phe
nomenon, which had become a problem to the military. They were positioned
2000ft from the 22 threshold, leaving about 4000ft of runway beyond the
pond for the test aircraft to brake to a halt or continue to 'go around'. They con
tained several flat and level sections, split longitudinally and horizontally
across the runway, which could be separately dammed and flooded for the
trials. Each section had a different surface finish, e.g. smooth concrete,
brushed concrete, and various depths and pitches of grooves. Aquaplaning
height sensors could be installed in each pond in the wheel tracks of the air
craft. These were initially very crude, ranging from little plasticine walls
whose height was modified by the passage of the wheels, through eventually
to sophisticated electronic gadgets that measured the depth of the water as
the wheel passed overhead.
