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Introduction
The Parish Council’s priority is a

first rate health centre delivering first
class services to the population of
Cranfield. The proposals, as they
stand for consultation, represent a
major, lost opportunity to create a sig-
nificant facility. The Beds NHS doc-
ument indicates, for the most part, a
continuation of services with only the
potential for a few others. Cranfield
needs not only the expansion of cur-
rent services but also their substan-
tial enlargement. 
Services

These could include, for instance,
lifestyle clinics dealing with smok-
ing, diet, exercise and cardiac moni-
toring, mental health, physiotherapy,
podiatry, prostate monitoring and
urology. There should be space for
visiting GPs from other surgeries (if
they will come) and visiting consul-
tants and well man/well women clin-
ics. The minor injury clinic should
have a walk-in facility.

The Parish Council particularly
believes there is a demand for phys-
iotherapy and chiropody in the vil-
lage. Specialist clinics such as
radiology, ENT, audiology, and
speech therapy would also enhance
local health outcomes.

All of the services listed in the con-
sultation are vitally important, but the
Parish Council seeks reassurance that
same-day access to a GP, currently
provided, will remain. There should
also be Saturday morning facilities,
even if nurse-led.
Non-Health Facilities

The BNHS consultation states “the

Cranfield Parish Plan has highlighted
a number of community initiatives
which could work in collaboration
with the new health facility.” 

It is not BNHS’s role to deliver on
the parish plan. That should be the
responsibility of the Parish Council
and the people of Cranfield. The
Parish Council believes the health
centre should maximise health facil-
ities.  No one will object to a café or
eco-centre but they definitely would
if it reduces space for much needed
expanded health services.  The move
from 137 High Street is designed to
create more space and it would be
ironic to lose it at the new centre to
non-health activities. The Parish
Council supports the other facilities,
such as a public library, but located
elsewhere in the village. We believe
there will be parking congestion
issues if other facilities are introduced
on this site and this will exacerbate
access to and from the High Street.
Bus services are generally poor and
this increases the need for adequate
parking.
Health - Related Services

The consultation adds: “In addition,
there could be the opportunity for
NHS dental and pharmacist services
to be located in the building as well.”
Cranfield already has a successful
pharmacy and dental facility. To
include these in the building will
again reduce capacity for new ser-
vices.
The Building

The consultation says: “We would
look to provide these services in a
modern, spacious, building that is fit-

for-purpose.” The Parish Council
wants good access by all methods of
transport and easy parking, wide
pathways for mobility users and
pushchairs. With limited parking for
houses as well as the surgery, people
will park half-on and half-off the
pavements. Dropped kerbs and bob-
bled pavement area (indicators of
places to cross) for visually disabled
are also important.

The building should be well-
designed for ease of movement, fit
into the landscape, be environmen-
tally friendly and made from high
quality materials. Cranfield wants a
building it can be proud of.

But the Parish Council shares local
dismay at the artist’s impression of
the new health centre. While it wel-
comes an innovative and interesting
architectural design, the building
must sit appropriately within the pro-
posed setting, as well as being fit for
purpose.

The phrase ‘Landmark building’ is
of particular concern. Functionality
is the key criteria. The Parish Council
wants a bespoke building whose lay-
out and materials are agreed in detail
with the local community – not an
off-the-peg design (‘landmark’ or
not) already used elsewhere. 
Users’ Group

The Parish Council supports the
creation of a users group, represen-
tative of the community as a whole.
Location

The Parish Council supports Option
2, to build a new health centre on the
Central Motors site.

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“Engaging for Success”
A Review of the report by David Macleod and Nita Clarke.

Engaging for Success is a wonderfully promising report.
It was commissioned by the then UK Secretary of State for Business in the
autumn of 2008 to take an in-depth look at the concept of employee engage-
ment.
The report, in its introduction, sets itself out to report on the potential benefits
of engagement for companies, organisations and individual employees, and as
it states later, it is not meant to be a “How to Become Engaged” guide, which
is a pity because one of the themes that runs through the report is the confu-
sion over what engagement is and the effect that it has on performance.
The report has been created with reference to surveys of many individuals
and organisations and the compilation of statistical evidence is awesome, but
most of it appears to have been gathered from the same people who are suf-
fering confusion about what engagement is.
There is no feel in this report about what a phenomenal difference an engaged
workforce  makes, no understanding of the market dominance that comes
with engagement or the flexibility, imagination and pride that an engaged
workforce generates.
The engaged workforce is the result of an extremely simple change in the
way that managers manage and the result of this change is an earth shattering
performance that cannot be competed with by any organisation running a con-
ventional “Command and Control” management strategy.
We had in this report an opportunity to get rid of the confusion that surrounds
the concept of engagement. What could have been an extraordinarily insight-
ful initiative got bogged down with phrases of faint praise like this quote from
the report
“Work is good for physical and mental wellbeing”
This sounds like a line written by Harry Enfield for Mr Cholmondly-Warner,
instead of the most exciting thing that has happened to our understanding of
how to manage our workforce since the brilliant work of Douglas McGregor
in his 1960 book, “The Human Side of Enterprise.”
To still be confused about what we should be doing to manage people after fifty
years is not encouraging
An employee at the phone company O2 is quoted in the report as saying:
“One thing that really stands out at the moment is the help and support we
get from the management team. They’re really listening to their people.” 
But in the feedback from their Head of  “Employee Involvement and
Experience” there does not seem to be any acknowledgement of just how key
this simple statement is. 
It is as if what management are doing happened by accident, instead of being
the cornerstone of a deliberate policy to change the way the workforce feel
about what they do, to engage them.
Later in the report we are told that barriers to engagement are “confusion and
misunderstanding,” but at the same time the report quotes Professor John
Oliver of the Northern Leadership Alliance as saying: 
“Ninety Nine percent of failure to engage staff is due to management
behaviour,”
There does not seem to be any confusion about that statement.
The barriers to engagement are created by the behaviour of the managers!
On the first day at work every employee is engaged. They are happy to be
there, they know the skills that they have to bring to work and they are look-
ing forward to being able to use them to make a difference.
The workforces natural engagement and desire to be effective is killed off by
the things that management subsequently do to them.
The authors of the report tell us that there is no Silver Bullet that will cause peo-
ple to engage. Perhaps that is because they are looking at the wrong end of
the gun. 
Instead of looking for the bullet that will make people engage they should
have been looking for the bullet that would stop people from disengaging,
because that one is blindingly obvious.
Find out what managers are doing that causes the workforce to disengage.
Then stop them from doing it!
Vic Baylis, the Director of Customer services at Westminster City Council
got it in a nutshell. He said that:
“Staff have seen this as a programme that is being done with them, not to
them.”
In this report Vic shows a rare perception that is unfortunately not shared by
the bulk of the contributors.
I sincerely hope that this report does not have the effect of turning the concept
of Engagement into the level of another “Management Good Idea” that will be
used, as has been stated on several different occasions in the report, as a way
to get the workforce to accept what management want them to do.
When used in this way it becomes a cheap trick alongside many other
“Management Good Ideas” that failed as soon as the workforce realised that
management were just trying out another way to manipulate them.
Real engagement is the result of an ongoing collaboration between manage-
ment and the workforce that produces the sorts of comments that were quoted
by the O2 employee, not the result of a single initiative, survey or desire to
manipulate.

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Computer News Letter No 11
On a recent visit to a customer I mentioned that the graphics card was not
functioning correctly and was told by the owner, “I don’t use graphics”. I
started to explain about what processes used the graphics card and noticed
that the user, although an intelligent person, was finding it hard to relate some
of the computer terminology with what they were using the computer for.
I have previously mentioned how upgrading your graphics card can improve
the performance of your computer (laptops excepted), however getting to
know the basic bits of your computer may help to understand how and where
things can (and do) go wrong.
So this month I thought I’d run through some basic bits and explain what they
are used for. That said, there are some things, as I'm sure regular readers have
gathered, that don't work the same way on Laptops. So unless otherwise spec-
ified, the following applies to PCs in general.
The basic bits of a computer are:- Disk, Memory, Motherboard and Processor.
In order to get information in and out of your computer you also need
“Input/Output” devices (known as “I/O” and pronounced “eye oh”) like key-
board/mouse/screen but also include things like “joy sticks” and “touch
screens”. These are all material objects (hardware) that need animating or
better described as “programming” in order for them to do anything. That bit,
the “Programs” are known as Software. (Hardware is something you can
“touch”, Software is something that you can “write” but is changeable). There
is also “Firmware” (generally software that is loaded into “intelligent” devices
(like Broadband routers, cameras, TV's) and Malware (Mal meaning bad)
such as viruses. I will not include Malware into any of the following. Firmware
is rather specialised so I will not be referring to it here, either.
Software is generally divided into two groups, Operating Systems and
Programs. Examples of Operating Systems are Linux, Windows 98, RedHat,
Windows 2000, ME, XP and Vista. Examples of programs are Excel,
PowerPoint, Word, Works, Outlook (Express), Internet Explorer, Media
Player, Limewire, (any form of) Games and Norton/McAfee Internet Security.
Within Operating Systems, there are things like Drivers and Utilities. Most
people have heard of Drivers. They are sections of software that allow the
operating system to talk to bits of hardware. For example, the screen, an I/O
device, shows all of the visual output from the computer. This takes infor-
mation from the Operating System through the Graphics card, using graphics
Drivers, to display them on the screen. If you put a different Graphics card
in then you will need a different set of Drivers in order for the Operating
System to correctly talk to the Graphics card and therefore correctly display

the information you need.
Similarly, Disks, the device on which you keep your files, also needs drivers.
Replace or add another disk and you will need to install difference drivers to
allow the Operating System to talk correctly to that disk. As disks are rather
basic to all computers, drivers for these devices are pre-loaded by Micrsoft. 
Many external devices these days are connected to your computer via USB
cables. (USB stands for “Universal Service Bus”). When you plug in a new
device you will have noticed a pop up in the bottom right hand corner of the
screen “New Device found” followed by “Device drivers being installed”,
generally followed by “Device is now ready to use”. If the Drivers are not
available to the Operating System you will not get the last message and most
likely you will not be able to use the newly installed device. The only way
you can get the device to work properly is to get the drivers for that device.
Generally these are sent out on CD's when you buy the device, so you should
always read the instructions as sometimes you need to make sure the Drivers
are loaded BEFORE you connect the device.
So how does a PC work? Well, when you ask it to do something, say open a
Word document, the click of the mouse tells the Operating System (OS) that
a (Word) files needs to be opened. The OS checks the disk for the file type, sees
that it's of type DOC then does a look up to see what program is needed to
Interpret (read) that file. It sees that this is the Word program, so finds where
that program is located on the disk, loads it into Memory (RAM), starts it run-
ning, then tells it to open the Word file you requested which is also loaded
into memory. In the process of doing this the program (Word) sends various
outputs to the screen, via the Graphics card so that you can not only see what
is happening, but also see the document you requested. You can see from the
above that the Memory is very often used. So running out of it will make your
PC run slow.
Another thing that you might like to know is that, unlike hardware, nothing that
is Software (including Drivers) can “break”. They may be “corrupted” or
“removed” in which case re-loading them will, most likely, fix any problem
you have with the device. There may also be “updates” which help you get
the best out of your hardware. These are normally downloaded automatically
with the Microsoft updates.

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In July, an interesting two part documentary was shown on BBC Two, which
explored the extent to which Britain is indeed broken. Called The Death of
Respect, it was made by the highly respected BBC journalist John Ware. It
was apparently considered too “sensitive” to go out before May’s election,
and had found a suspiciously late-night resting place - 11.20pm. Perhaps many
of its observations and conclusions are just too rich for BBC blood.
Ware pretty much covers the waterfront of social ills. “I have a daughter aged
10 at primary school,” he wrote recently. “One of her classmates regularly
humiliates an overweight teacher, calling her, ‘you blob’ or ‘flubber’ in front
of the entire class. He also hits his teachers. There is a regime in place to try
to ‘manage his anger’ but it is not working.
“Some boys in my daughter’s class swear at people to insult them, and this
is not a primary school which teaches children who are drawn from the ranks
of the poor and dispossessed. I was travelling home late at night on the London
tube when two girls and two boys in their late teens got on and started talking
about the merits of masturbation. They were loud and boorish, but not drunk,
and they were completely oblivious to the impact on their fellow passengers.”
This sort of thing will be so familiar to many - perhaps even most - of us by
now. What we will also be familiar with is the level of denial about the sheer
extent of social decomposition which has taken place. We are told that every
age has it’s “moral panic” and that, “hey, things are really not so bad, mustn’t
hark back to some mythical golden age, blah blah”.
We know that this is rubbish. The past 50 years or so have seen an attack on,
and then a catastrophic collapse in, any form of authority - legal, cultural,
moral, social, familial. But it would take real courage on the part of the liberal
elites to admit that they might have been wrong, even about some things.
Instead, they have to keep pretending that everything is just fine, and that
those who are frightened, or complain, or who are simply bewildered by what
has happened around them, are nothing more than misinformed reactionar-
ies.
The signs are however that they won’t be able to keep this up indefinitely.
For a start, the growth in anxiety about what is happening to us is spreading
across all age groups. And, when it comes to the posturing of the bully, the anti-
social and the yob, those from quite different political traditions are now sens-
ing that society is spirally out of control.
Cranfield could be considered a bit of a “problem area” in that there are a
high proportion of people living in housing association accommodation, as
well as a lot of the teenagers not having very much to do, and tending to get
together in gangs (not necessarily doing anything wrong) which can seem
very threatening to people such as the elderly. My (older!) neighbour told me
about all the clubs and activites that used to happen in the village, but now
seemed to have died out because younger generations just didn’t seem inter-
ested in taking part. All the traditional village activites like the brownies,
scouts, air cadets, WI used to interlink and provide community cohesion and
activates for everyone, regardless of their age. Now, it’s hard work convinc-
ing parents that if they want their children to be involved in Brownies or
Scouts, then they need to give up some of their own time to support the local
units.
It's not just a lack of activities for young or old, but also that people are afraid
of each other. Adults don’t chastise kids for yobby behaviour like the drag
racing that goes on at the university at the weekends, due to their own real or
imagined fears. In the mean time, more and more elderly residents are finding
it difficult to manage on their own, and yet don’t want to ask for help, maybe
because they are afraid they won’t get it.
Cranfield as a village can only continue to survive as a village if it functions
as a village. Gandhi said that “India’s way is not Europe’s, and India lives in
seven hundred thousand villages.” I think this highlights the unique aspects of
the shared history between India and England - the England that many people
know and love lives in its people and the way of life in the villages that meant
that England became the world power it did, and could still continue to be - if
we remember that it’s the people we need to invest in, and not just the out-
side peripherals.
